Rules and Regulations:  
1. There will be a registered Wine Judge. 
2. All wines to be judged must be made by amateur winemakers. 
3. All competitors must be members of the Sunderland Agricultural Society. The $6.00 membership may be purchased when 

you deliver the wine.  An exhibitor number must appear on your entry(s). 
4. Each entry must bear an exhibitor tag supplied by the Sunderland Agricultural Society. 
5. No wines will be displayed, none will be returned.  All wines judged become the property of the Sunderland Agricultural 

Society and will be disposed of according to LCBO direction. 
6. Bottles must be 750 ml, corked or screw-capped except for sections 8 through 12 which may be 375 ml.  Bottles with screw cap 

thread must not be closed with a cork. 
7. Each wine must have the variety of grape, year of production and residual sugar indicated. 
8. Entries will be accepted at the home of Brian & Denise Hoskin, S1475 Concession Rd 1, Sunderland between 12:00 noon 

and 6:00 p.m. on Friday September 9th.  No entries will be accepted on judging day.  No exceptions. 
9. Exhibitors will NOT be present during judging.  
10. No wine may be entered in more than one class. 
11. Entries will be judged on Colour, Clarity, Aroma, Flavour, Balance, Quality. 
12. Ribbons are awarded for First through Fourth as entries warrant it.  The overall winner in all classes will be deemed  

 "The Grand Champion Wine of Sunderland Fair" and be awarded a rosette ribbon.  The runner-up will be deemed  
 "The Reserve Grand Champion Wine of Sunderland Fair" and be awarded a rosette ribbon.
